Round robin system will be used for categories with 5 wrestlers or less.
Nordic groups for categories with 6 or 7 wrestlers. 8 wrestlers or more will
use knock out / repechage system.

Medals will be awarded for 1*, 2™ and 3" placed athletes and a trophy for 1%,
2™ and 3" placed teams.

Medical Assistance will be provided by the Federation and an Ambulance
will be present on site in case of emergency.
